Bring Your Neighbors In From the Cold
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Since 1989, Klickitat PUD’s
(KPUD) caring customers have
given generously to the Operation
Warm Heart Program.

Curious about who is helped by
the Operation Warm Heart fund?
Wondering if your gift would make
a difference to Klickitat County resi-
dents this holiday season?

The Washington Gorge Action
Program (WGAP), which adminis-
ters the Operation Warm Heart
funds, sees its value firsthand.

"This program helps many
KPUD customers through difficult
times when they can’t pay their
power bills.

Families who receive help gener-
ally don’t have a history of past-due
payments. When the WGAP
screens households, it looks for situ-
ations where families are struggling
and maintained to a certain point,
but a crisis has triggered a situation
where they can’t meet their monthly

bills.

How to Give?

It’s easy to make a contribution to
Operation Warm Heart. You can
make a one-time donation of any
amount. All gifts are tax deductible.
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You can bring a check to KPUD’s
Goldendale or White Salmon office,
made payable to “Operation Warm
Heart,” or you can have a small
amount added to your KPUD bill
each month. Most customers give $1
to $2 a month. They don’t miss
those few dollars, but their gifts add
up to provide big help.

Another option is to have your
KPUD bill rounded up to the near-
est even dollar amount, designating
the difference to be put into the
Operation Warm Heart fund.

How Does the Program Help?

Last year, about 500 KPUD cus-
tomers contributed more than
$15,000 to the Operation Warm
Heart program. Those funds helped
about 85 local households through
difficult unforeseen financial situa-
tions, enabling them to keep power
on during the winter.
