Klickitat PUD (KPUD) received
notice from the Washington
Department of Ecology that the
community of Lyle’s wastewater
treatment plant has been selected to
receive an “Outstanding Waste-
water Treatment Plant” award.

Of approximately 300 waste-
water treatment plants in the state,
Lyle’s is ranked among 55 that
achieved full compliance with its
discharge permit in 2006.

The DOE’s staff evaluated each
treatment plant for compliance
with its effluent limits, monitoring
and reporting requirements, spill
prevention planning, pretreatment
and other regulatory activities.
